RULES COMMITTEE DRAFT, DATED 4/22/10  

WHEREAS, the Silver Springs Master Homeowners’ Association (“the Association”) owns and maintains certain parcels of common area property within the Silver Springs Community;

WHEREAS, Association Bylaws state that the Board of Trustees shall have the power to adopt and establish, by resolution, such common recreational area management and operational rules and regulations as it may deem necessary for the maintenance, operation management and control of the Association, and the Board of Trustees may from time to time, by resolution, alter, amend and repeal such rules and regulations. Members shall at all times obey such rules and regulations and use their best efforts to see that they are faithfully observed by their tenants and the persons over whom they have or may exercise control supervision;

WHEREAS, The Association supports maintenance of a clean, safe, enjoyable environment for all our residents to share with each other and their pets, on land and on the lakes;

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED, the Association provides the following rules for Association-owned properties:
1. General Rules Applicable to All Properties

1. The Association common recreational property is for the exclusive use of Association members, their families, and their supervised guests, with the exception of the wetlands and the Private Enjoyment Easement-protected properties [perimeter of both lakes].

2. Association members are responsible for, and assume liability for, their actions and the actions of their family members and/or guests using any property owned by the Association and on waters/ice of the lakes. This includes responsibility for recreational equipment, watercraft, and floating devices.

3. Dogs must be under appropriate supervision. Dog waste must be cleaned up by the person responsible for the animal. 

4. No unauthorized modification to Association property, structures, sprinkler systems, or landscaping.

5. No introduction of non-native plants or animals to the properties or waters of the lakes.

6. No littering or dumping

7. No activities which cause a nuisance to surrounding residents or damage to private property, as provided in Summit County ordinance. 

8. Only non-motorized vehicles and non-motorized watercraft allowed, unless for Association-approved purposes.


2. Additional Property-Specific Rules 

1. Upper and Lower Lake Parks  
1. Fires allowed in grills only.

2. No recreational equipment, watercraft, floating device, or private property may be left overnight, without prior authorization from the Association on a case-by-case basis.

3. No overnight parking  <<DISCUSSION – harder to enforce without specific times, maybe: “from sunrise to sunset”?>>

2. Upper and Lower Lakes  
3. The Upper and Lower Lakes are for the exclusive use of Association members, their families, and their authorized guests. [No access to Upper Little Lake]

4. No recreational equipment, watercraft, floating device, or private property may be left overnight, without prior authorization from the Association on a case-by-case basis.

5. Fishing only in accordance with posted rules

6. Tennis Courts and Adjacent Park
7. No fires.

8. No overnight parking  <<see DISCUSSION above>>

9. Berm Parcels (contiguous to SR 224, from the Northshore entrance to the 7- Eleven) 
10. No fires.

11. No recreational equipment, watercraft, floating device, or private property may be left overnight.

12. Association-Owned Lakeshore Property Located Between the Water’s Edge and the Rear Lot Line of Lake-View Private Lots

6. Private Enjoyment Easement-Protected Property

1. No uncontained fires are permitted. Only adjacent property owners and their families and guests may have contained fires and are fully responsible for appropriate fire safety.

2. Non Private Enjoyment Easement-Protected Property

1. Only adjacent property owners may store recreational equipment, watercraft, floating devices or private property, with prior authorization from the Association on a case-by case basis.

2. No uncontained fires. Only adjacent property owners and their families and guests may have contained fires and are fully responsible for appropriate fire safety.

3. Access from sunrise to sunset only, except for adjacent property owners, who have 24-hour access.

3. Wetlands Parcels (contiguous to SR 224 and Northshore, and the western drainage from the lower lake through Northshore).

4. The wetlands parcels are federally protected areas - no access to or upon these parcels is allowed. The boundaries are posted.
