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Dumpsters
increase

Dumpsters are taken to the county
landfill, which is one of the reasons of-
ficials hope there is more recycling this
year.

Under the old program, 13 Dump-
sters were placed throughout Park
City with giant signs designating them
as part of the annual cleanup. People

would drive the goods to the loca-
tions and deposit them. The Dumpsters
would sometimes overflow with furni-
ture, carpet, trash and household items.

The program accepts anything but
hazardous materials and construction
waste from contractors. Yard waste is
accepted in a separate bin.

Insa Riepen, the executive director
of Recycle Utah, said volunteers and
staffers will talk to people preparing to
deposit goods in the cleanup Dumpster
and find out if anything is recyclable.

“That person will look at your truck
or car and say, ‘What do you have,™
she said.
